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Bylaws of the Board
Filling Vacancies
A vacancy occurring in the Board of Education will be filled by the remaining members of the Board, who will appoint an individual to the position. Such vacancy will be formally announced to the Board at one of its regularly scheduled meetings.  The vacancy will be filled at a meeting of the Board by a majority vote of the members present and the action shall be recorded in the minutes of that meeting.

The appointee will serve until a successor, elected at a special election or at the next regular town election, qualifies.
