If you scroll down to the next page of this document, you will see a rubric which lays out very clearly what is expected of you, a member of an ELHS vocal ensemble.  It also clearly illustrates what you can expect to see on your report card (for a participation grade… other assignments/obligations are separate from these criteria) according to what you contribute to the group during class time.  

· Please take a minute to read the criteria on the next page. (scroll to the next page of this document)
· Don’t misunderstand. Very few people are likely to fit all the criteria in one single column, just as very few people will receive a grade that is an even multiple of ten (i.e. 100, 90, 80, etc).  It is far more likely that you fit criteria from 2 or even 3 different columns.  

· Take a moment now, and check the criteria that apply to your performance for this semester so far.  (Only check one from each horizontal row… not column)  PLEASE BE HONEST WITH YOURSELF ON THIS SHEET.  It does no one any good to lie.  This will not have any effect on your grade, unless you just don’t do it at all.
· After you have checked the boxes, estimate in your mind, according to the criteria, which title you should receive and what grade you should receive.  Select the title that you feel appropriately describes your performance, then, select a grade you think is a fair estimation. (scroll down to third page of document)
· Finally, (also on the third page), in your own words, write briefly about what you feel you have improved on and what you would still like to improve.  How might you go about improving your performance?
