	Observation
	Information that you collect using your 5 senses, or by measuring.  Observations 
 are factual and objective, and should NOT vary from person to person.
	
	

	Qualitative
Observations
	("quality") = descriptive observations.

Remember to use PRECISE, SCIENTIFIC LANGUAGE!
Avoid VAGUE WORDS (big, little, huge, tiny, long short, etc.)

Avoid OPINION WORDS: (gross, disgusting, cool, awesome, etc.)
	
	

	Quantitative
Observations
	Quantitative ("quantity"):  includes a NUMBER or MEASUREMENT

Don't forget label and units!

	Data
	An organized set of quantitative observations that is analyzed.
	
	

	Inference
	Your reasonable judgment about what your observations mean.  Unlike observations, inferences may sometimes vary from person to person.
	
	

	Conclusion
	More formal than an inference: a judgment or claim supported by a set of data and logical reasoning.

	
	

	Opinion
	A personal thought, belief or feeling about something that is based upon your own emotions or personal experiences, rather than only on reason and facts. Opinions often vary from person to person.
